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What is blended learning?
Blended learning is an approach to education that combines online educational materials and opportunities for interaction online with traditional class-based classroom methods. It allows children to learn from home and keep in line with their peers.
This plan will be applied in the following instances:
1. An individual is self-isolating because of a suspected case or positive test within the household;
2. A group of children are self-isolating because of a case of coronavirus in the bubble;
3. A whole bubble or cohort is self-isolating because of an outbreak of coronavirus
The plan complies with the expectations and principles outlined in the DFE document Guidance for Full Opening of Schools.
The learning that will be provided will be high quality, safe and will align as closely as possible with in-school provision.
Teachers will plan for blended learning alongside their in-class plans to ensure pupils are able to master the curriculum and make progress.
How will we present blended learning?
Each week, as teachers plan for the learning in class, they will consider the key areas of learning for reading, writing, spelling, phonics, maths and two foundation subject areas. This is designed so that all children have access to a broad and balanced curriculum. The stimulus for the learning will be stated, ideas for how to learn will be given and extension tasks suggested.
The ideas will be varied and stimulating including teacher videos, practical tasks, videos, links to oak academy, White Rose and BBC bitesize, and worksheets. 
Blended learning will be posted onto Google Classroom on a Friday afternoon the week preceding.
If children are well, the expectation is for them to complete tasks and upload learning onto our online learning platform.
Google classroom (GC)
Every child has access to their year group GC account in order to access learning and resources. This is the same platform used during lockdown although passwords will be new for September 2020. Teachers will ensure that every child has the log in details to ensure ease of access. Any child or family who needs support with this platform can email their child’s teacher.
We recognise that home learning requires a level of parental support for younger children. We are therefore placing an expectation of at least one post to GC with evidence of learning each day. This may be anecdotal, photographic or uploaded worksheets or photographs of the worksheets.
Teachers will provide paper pack versions of the home learning where appropriate. These can either be delivered to families or collected if safe to do so. Please note that if you have symptoms of coronavirus you must not come to the school. Phone to make arrangements for delivery. Families who require support with digital devices and/or access can contact their class teacher in the first instance.
If after three days there has been no communication on GC or by phone, then the family will receive a phone call from the office to establish if further support is needed. If communication does not commence, a phone call from either the class teacher or member of the Inclusion Team will follow.
To facilitate the ‘online’ aspect of Blended Learning, ensure all learners have access to their online learning platform (Google Classroom) and have a clear understanding of the following:
· How to access material provided by the teacher.
· How to use the most appropriate online tools to complete any task set, including providing evidence of work completed away from a device, e.g. photograph or video of physical and practical activities, where appropriate.
· How to submit any digital material to their teacher. 
· How to access and respond to any feedback provided by their teacher.
3 Step Plan
1. Pupils who are self-isolating:
· Year groups upload key learning which matches in-class learning onto GC each week.
· Children will be expected to complete one maths and one English task per day and share with their teacher on GC and choose one activity from the Foundation Subject choice board per day.
· Teachers will check the child’s work once per week and provide feedback.

2. Class or year group bubbles self-isolating:
· Teachers in the year group will upload a short video at the beginning of each day to outline the day’s learning and timetable. This will include 1-2 Maths and English tasks in addition to one Foundation Subject activity related to the topic from the choice board.  These can be shard out amongst the year team. 
· Short videos of the teacher explaining key concepts that will be used and will enable children to pause or re-visit them as needed to ensure they understand their learning. Activities will comprise of a mixture of computer based and non-computer-based activities.  These can be shard out amongst the year team.  Live webinars and online lessons/interventions will take place where appropriate.
· Videos reading books to the children.  These can be shard out amongst the year team.
· Teachers will respond daily to learning uploaded onto GC.
· Teachers will monitor pupil engagement.
· Teachers will contact children every week to check in with them and their learning, either via telephone or Google meets which is pre-arranged with parents.

3. Whole school lockdown:
· The school will remain open for Key Worker children.
· The school will revert to a staff rota system.
· Home learning will continue as per section 2.  Please see our remote learning policy and our approach to remote learning documents for further information.
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
